go there. Costa Rica is a small and beautiful agusith nice friendly people, ticos. During

our 17 days trip around the country we travellely about 1600 km. In just two or three

hours you go from one place to stay to anothepite $shat avarage speed is not more than 50-
60 km/h. Costa Rica has varied topography whichns@gce beaches, rainforest, cloud forest
and actice vulcanos. It has both subtropical, t@pand even drier parts which means a great
diversity in nature.

Garrigues andRobert Deanand thought it was quite OK. | would also likeréewommend
the new booKA birdfinding guide to Costa Rica” by Barrett Laws on. It was very helpful
and thanks to the book | found several new birds

We flew Copenhagen-Atlanta-Costa Rica, which weigjind was the easiest way as it is not
possible to fly directly to San Jose from Europlead read a couple of trip reports on the
internet where birders have used a tour operattdcararinga Tours. | contacted the
ownerPieter Westra, who are Dutch and living in CR. | sent him an émwéh our wishes
and after some suggestions from Pieter we decmaddept his offer. The package included
17 nights, 12 with full pension and just breaktast other days, a 4WD jeep (Hyundai
Tucson which was almost new and suited us perfiect),private guiding and transport from
and to the airport. For this we paid in total USI®B6 and as the dollar was 7,25 against the
Swedish krona, we think we got good value for tlenay. We meet Pieter two times during
our trip as he was guiding a Dutch group arounda@&we got a very good impression of
him, both as person and as a birding guide. Soufhave plans to go CR we can really
recommend you to contact Pieter and Aratinga Tawsy.aratinga-tours.com

We arrived late at ten o’clock in the evening arab\picked up by Pieter’s father Jan at the
airport. He drove us to our first holena Vista which was less than half an hour from the
airport. In the morning we discovered which nicewiit was from the garden of the hotel.
Here there was a small trail called Coffee Trahjaka we went round before breakfast. It was
nice birding here but when we came back from thelavlrip we discovered that they had
started to build something in the garden, so uafately there was a lot of noise and fewer
birds.

After breakfast the car was delivered to the hatel shortly after that we were on our way.
Just outside San Jose we stopped along the roduhfdr and it was here we saw the big
greeniguana. We continued towaRisnta Leonaand after two hours on a winding road we
arrived. We tried to see the famous pair of blac#-ehite owls in Orotina but failed. From
this year there is a new built highway between Base and the coast which is much faster, it
is worth paying the toll to go on that. Punta Le@na big resort area located a couple of
kilometres from the main road and offers good bigdand relaxed surroundings. | took an
early walk every morning around the area and hatks@ally nice birds there, for example
ruddy ground-dove, crimson-fronted parakeet, violaeous trogon, streaked flycatcher

and several hummingbirds and tanagerslt is better to stay here than in Jaco, which is
further away from Carara and didn’t look that nieenta Leona is a much quieter and cosier
with nice pool area and the lovely Playa Blancoe 1dod is a buffet but there is also an a la
carte restaurant which we can highly recommend.

Next morning it was time for our first guided taamd that was iCarara National Park. We
were met by our guide David at the entrance anal Weshiked the famouRiver Trail from
morning until noon. David was a nice and good guvtie spoke very good English. It is not
easy to bird such an area with dense vegetatiants really good to have your own guide.
The highlights wereoyal flycatcher andviolet sabrewing the last one a real gem. Other
birds we say werBairds and slaty-tailed trogon plain xenops, black-hooded antshrike,
northern bentbill and several tanagers. After lunch we werRlaya Blancofor a nice swim
in the Pacific Ocean and over our heads we hadt&mrds and pelicans. It was about 35
degrees in the air and about 27 in the lovely watbich we really enjoyed. The day ended
with a superb dinner and a bottle of wine at tlee @arte restaurant, what a start on our trip!



Next day it was time for next arrangement, boat toutheRiver Tarcole. We met our guide

at the normal starting point but then we had ta@bort distance to where the boat was at the
moment. That was because of the low water level oBuhe way there the guide showed us a
pacific screech owlin a nesting tree. We had a big boat for at I8@gtassengers with our

own guide and driver. We had about 3 hours of yaatte birding and scenery on the river.
First half was on the river and second half we vetat the mangrove. There were a lot of
good photo opportunities during the trip as you sa& on the photo page.

Along the river we saw seversbuthern lapwing, a lot ofheronsand somehorebirds. In

the mangrove we hgehnama flycatcher, the endemienangrove hummingbird and many
mangrove black hawk.My wife who is not birder, thought this was alkgaice trip. In the
afternoon we went back to Playa Blanca and todayrd bothwillet andleast sandpiper

there on the rocky part.

Next day it was time to drive north ka Ensenada Lodgewhich is situated in the dry area
around Gulf of Nicoya. Here the nature is veryatiént with trees that looses its leafs during
the dry season and instead are blooming in riclowehnd red colours, really fantastic to see.
This also makes it a little bit easier to bird s ialso more open country. The lodge has
simple but very nice small cottages, serves goagtaCRican food, has a really nice pool area
and a fantastic view over the gulf and the sursgt.a fantastic relaxing place to stay at and
with really nice birding around the lodge and alding marked trails. The birds are quite
different from the Carara area and you will alse Bewling monkeys there. The lodge is part
of a large hacienda and has a lot of marked tndilsre you can walk freely. Within the lodge
area we saw botbrange-fronted andorange-chinned parakeetswhite-fronted and
yellow-naped parrots, black-headed trogonthe beautifustreak-backedandspot-
breastedoriole, white-throated magpie-jayand incredible beautifulrquoise-browed
motmot. In the evening we had dinner outside while watgtthe beautiful sunset. Don’t
forget to bring some repellent, this was one offifaees where the mosquitoes were a little
bit irritating.

Next day it was time for next private guiding, thime atHacienda Solimarwhich is a big
cattle ranch. For the first and only time we rutwisome problem. Solimar was not available
on the GPS and we couldn’t match the written dioast with the reality. We drove around
several small roads and spite of getting on the waypod time we were getting late to our
meeting with the guide. We asked a couple of poime at a speed trap and they told us to
turn into a gravel road just a kilometre further We did that but we were still unsure if it
was correct and now we were late and a littlerostrated. We were about to give up when |
stopped a car coming against us and asked the drive knew where Hacienda Solimar
was? With a smile he answered that he was the cantketold us just to follow him.

When we arrived half a hour late they discovered they didn’t have our booking. But the
guide Demetrio was there and available, so evargthirned out well. A little late we begun
to drive around the hacienda on small roads anddi@rknew all the good places for a lot
of birds. At one place he imitatedexruginous pygmy-owl and suddenly a real one was
sitting in front of us. On the ground of the haciarwe had several kingfishers,
hummingbirds, a lot of herons on flooded areassamde raptors. But bird of the day was
the huggabiru . This is probably to best and surest place tdlsem in CR and we had 4-5 of
them. After the tour we were served lunch beforagback to La Ensenada. This trip | can
really recommend and as you go around in a caggba lot of photo opportunities.

In the afternoon we relaxed by the pool and haslharéfreshing beers. Before dinner we
went for a nice but hot walk to a beautiful viewingoSo we deserved another cool beer when
we got back before having dinner and once agaioyerg the food and sunset. Early next
morning | got company from an Englishman and wetwethe salt pans not far away. Here
we hadwhimprel, least sandpipert lesser yellowlegandshort-billed dowitcher. At the

lunch we met Pieter and his Dutch friends. Theyjhatarrived from Arenal where we were
going after lunch and he told us that is was rgnip there, which was hard to believe as it
was not that far away and we had a clear blue sky.

After lunch we left forArenal Observatory Lodge and when we got to Arenal Lake it
became more and more cloudy and soon it startesirioSo it was not much of outdoor
activities in the afternoon and we saw nothinghef mearby volcano but heard some strange



scary noises coming from it and heard rocks tunghdiown the slope. We got a nice room
next to the bird feeding place (we think Pieteaaged that) and from our balcony we were
suppose to see the volcano. As usual we had faoflipe at the lodge and here we could just
choose from the menu at the restaurant. We wetieauinsure about what we could order so
we took it a little bit easy the first day but nebety we ordered a full menu, and the food was
excellent here. | should perhaps mention thatdld to the lodge from the main road was in
bad condition. We have never seen a road withntizaty big potholes. But we found out it
was better to brave and drive a little bit fasteysu didn’t “fell” into the holes. Next day it
was time for next arrangement and that was a rigaided tour aArenal Hanging

Bridges. It had been raining all night and it was stilirpit in the morning. But in spite of
that we decided to go there and that turned ot dpgod decision. We arrived at the entrance
and soon found our guide. The weather were slowfyroving even if it still was grey and we
had some showers now and then, our ponchos cohsnity. We went the big tour which
took about three hours but as the guide was goddadeh us a lot of interesting things about
plants, animals, insects, birds and the time wardikdy. We can highly recommend this tour
specially if you have a private guide, you gotdarh many things about the jungle. After we
returned to lodge we had a well deserved lunchetdstaurant but still no sign of the
volcano due to the weather. In the afternoon thatles improved even more so we went to
the pool for a swim, cool but refreshing. But theralso a nice warm outdoor jacuzzi. Later
in the afternoon we went for a nice walk in theaandnich included a dense jungle trail down
to the now roaring river, hanging bridges and es@me farmlands and meadows. Don’t
forget to pick up a trail map at the reception. ¥end some nice birds here we didn’t see
anywhere else, for exampback-crested coquettegolden-olive woodpeckerwhite-

throated thrush andgrey hawk. Back at our room we had a well deserved beehen t
balcony watching the birds coming to the feedirarpl Here we haélontezuma

oropendola passerinisandblue-grey tanager greenandred-legged honeycreepeand
black-cheeked woodpeckerAfter a excellent dinner including some good wirzen Chile

we went to bed early, still no sight of the volcaBat half past two in the night we both woke
up to a really frightening thunder and we looke@ath other. Our first thought was that now
we have to run because the volcano is eruptingwéfe out on the balcony and discovered
that now we could see volcano and it was closdntieahought. The sky was crystal clear
and full of stars and you could see some red lawairng out from the top, see picture in the
gallery. It was quite scary but at the same tinseifaating to watch, something we will never
forget. A lot of people had waken up and stoodrendbservation deck in the middle of the
night. It was hard to get back to sleep after éxigerience. Next morning was a sunny and
beautiful one and | went for a small walk in thedgm before breakfast. The birds were very
active and | hadiolet-headed hummingbird, collared aracari, grey-capped flycatcher a
femalegreat curassow crested guan golden-winged warblerand many other species.

After breakfast we left fora Selva Verdelodge and that is situated in a totally different
biotope, the Caribbean lowlands. We arrived jugine for the buffet lunch and after that we
got our room. As the sun still was shining fromeac blue sky we spent some hours by the
nice pool and had a few beers just enjoying lifeth® lodge there is a local bird guide, |
think his name is Miko. He is a young guy but re&thows the birds in the area. He has
complementary guided tours in the morning and aften which takes 1-1% hours. Don’t
hesitate to join him. | even hired him privately gocouple of hours one morning and paid
him 20 dollar for it. From others | heard that m®Ws a place not far from the lodge where
you can seg@reen great macaw | saw a pair flying over the lodge which was heaice.
Some of the birds we saw or heard around the |ladgigeslaty-breasted tinamoy grey-
headed kite grey-necked woodrail red-lored and mealy parrot, little and long-billed



hermit, blue-chested hummingbird, slaty-tailed trogn, keel-billed and chestnut-
mandible toucan, olive-backed euphoniand theendemic plain-colored tanager

The lodge is situated not far from the main road ywu hear the lorries transporting
pineapple quite much but in spite of that it issaywnice “jungle” lodge. The buffet lunches
and dinners are OK but there is also an a la cestaurant outdoors just by the river serving
really nice pizzas. During the night it had startedain again. Together with a Canadian
couple | had booked a guide early in the morninhainearby.a Selva Biological Station

It is located just 20 minutes from the lodge and gupposed to be one of the best birding
sites in CR with roughly 400 species seen. At tagan they are doing a whole lot of
research and students are coming from all ovewtréd. We were supposed to do some
birding for two hours just around the station here are also longer guiding tours into the
reserve. Unfortunately the rain made it shortenieiimanaged to see some really nice birds
in spite of that. It was a pity | didn’t have mdme birding here. That is life when you have a
non birding wife, but I am not complaining. Somelwé birds we saw were a really nice male
great curassow, broad-billed motmot, pied puffbird,rufous-winged woodpecker, black-
cowled orioleandlong-tailed tyrant. The rest of the day it was raining quite heafnbm

time to time but we manage to take a walk in tle@aaround the lodge. When we arrived
back to our room we met a French couple who crgegiound on the ground and it turned
out they were looking for poison frogs. Suddenlyre@lised there were quite a few of them,
both the smalstrawberry poison dart frog and the little bit biggegreen poison arrow

frog. These are really some amazing small creatures.

Next day it was still raining so no early birdingie. After lunch it was time to go to the
famousRancho Naturalista, a place we had great expectations on but theg natroverall
fulfilled. Perhaps some of the reasons were dukdanlucky weather situation. | had read a
lot about the place, the excellent food, the hadipitshown by the owners, the birds and the
excellent view from the balcony. A three coursecluand dinner of highest class were
supposed to be served but now it was just twopthregers we didn’t meet and nobody spoke
English except the guides. The food is much bettArenal Observatory Lodge and

Savegre Mountain Lodge These days the guides are not included in tlee pyou have to



pay 40 dollars per room in the morning and 30 dslia the afternoon and then you are
perhaps together with other groups. When we arrilkegl had us arriving at a different date
but still managed to give us a room. We got therreath big doors out to the famous
veranda. Sounds great but my wife didn’t think saleere were people on the veranda from
05.30 to sunset, no privacy and a lot of noisenTle had some big bugs, cockroaches and
fireflies in the room, which also was a little woRerhaps it is normal with bugs in this part
of the world but this was only place we had themrdpour stay in CR. But there are a lot of
birds here and the guides are good, friendly andceminded. We had 7-8 different species
of hummingbirds at the feeders by the balcony &edighlight were the manowcapand
every morning about 05.30 a beautiful mgteen thorntail turned up. Other birds seen from
the balcony wereollared aracari, keelbilled toucan, white-lined taager, yellow-faced
grassquit, buff-throated and black-headed saltatoryellow-billed andscarlet-rumped
cacique A bicolored hawk perched very briefly in a tree which caused sorog@ment.

Early first morning we went to a “bug trap”, a whgheet and a strong lamp attracted many
bugs and then special birds. We Ihadf-throated foliage-gleaner, plain antvireo, palty
tyrannulet, yellow-olive, olive-striped andtawny-chested flycatcher In this case we were
lucky as they are only turning on the lamp twicgeek. As the weather still was grey and
there was a little bit of rain we just stood at biaécony and were fascinated by the
hummingbird. After lunch the weather was improvawmgwe hired one of the guides. We went
out with Daniel, a very young guy from Canada, wtas really good with the birds and
sounds and a nice guy. We went to a nearby stredntha target was sunbittern, which we
never saw. But we hazbllared trogon, bay wren, tropical parula, goldenerowned

warbler, bay-headed tanagerand for this area vemare rose-breasted becardSo a short
conclusion regarding Rancho Naturalista is thabilhging is excellent and the
accommodation is OK. But if you consider that thiss the most expensive place we stayed
in during our trip to CR and you are also payingdoides these days, you should expect
more for your money. You pay for the birds whicim@ the first time being a birder
travelling around. My wife, not a birder, thoughistwas not a place for her. Perhaps a little
bit because of the bad weather.

Next day it was still grey and wet so we decidetttwe after the breakfast instead of after
the lunch. It was raining most of the time and onding roads we reached Cartago and for
the first time we got a glimpse of the sun. Onceufh this city the road started to climb up
towards the mountains. After a while the sun disapged, a thick fog appeared and our mood
sank, we had thought it should be better here tipamqmountains. We were going higher and
higher and then suddenly we got a blue sky, a &tictlandscape and nice views. When we
got even higher up we were able to see behindatsribst of CR was covered with a thick
layer of clouds but up here it was lovely. We pddbe turn forSavegre Mountain Lodge

and continued up the road for a stop RestaurangiG&to buy some things, as there is no
shop in the valley. Here they also have hummingtaediers and wsaw magnificent,
scintillant andvolcano hummingbird but alsdarge-footed finch outside. We turned back
and started the descend down the beautiful vatielget lodge. You are going down some 800
meters, from 3000 to about 2200m in just 9 kmt $®very steep here. Now we were in for a
nice surprise. We had no real expectation for thg Isere except that the surroundings are
nice and this is the place to go if you want torésplendent quetzalin CR. We got a really
nice cottage by our own situated in the well kepige area, which had a lot of flowers and
feeders attracting birds. Some of the birds seémmihe lodge werenagnificent and
volcanohummingbird, green violet-ear, long-tailed silky-flycatcher, collared redstart,
yellow-thighedfinch, slaty flowerpiercer andflame-colored tanager The staff was very
friendly and service minded. The food was servdtebatyle and was probably the best food



that was included in the accommodation. There \adot of vegetables, several well tasting
dishes everyday including fresh trout from the bgatream and a big dessert table to choose
from.

In total we both agreed on that this was the bestramodation in spite not having a pool.
But they are building a spa so perhaps next time.

We got a map from the reception and soon we wetr@iking in beautiful surroundings.

You could feel the high altitude, but the air ialhe fresh up here and the birds different from
most other places in CR. During our short walk \&d $ulphur-winged parakeet, white
throated mountain-gem, ruddy treerunner, ruddy-capped nightingale-thrush andblack-
faced solitaire So after a nice exhausting walk, the really gbofiet diner and a bottle of
wine, we fell asleep with a smile on our face. Ndxy | had booked one of the resident
guides, which turned out to be one of the owneygydbut | don’t remember the name).

The lodge is still owned and managed by the saméyfahat once discovered this beautiful
valley. The guide was 70USD but it was worth it. s really nice and friendly, knew the
birds and where to find them and worked really hsrd was able to see the birds well. It
didn’t take long before we had the first callirggplendent quetzaland soon we had a flying
male, what a long tail'! We birded for four fantadtours then | had to go back to my lonely
wife. The guide told me that he enjoyed being ottit & “real birder” and sounded a bit
disappointed when | told | have to go back. Sominefirds we had werdripe-tailed
hummingbird, silvery-throated jay, silvery-throated tanager, ornate hawk-eaglelong-
tailed silky-flycatcher, black-capped flycatcher, enerald toucanetandblack-checked
warbler. We even found a rare bird in this arstieaked xenopsBut we missedosta

Rican pygmy-owlandmangrove cuckog seen by another group the same morning. After a
superb lunch Agnetha and | went hiking the Watéfifedil which takes about 2,5-3 hours. It
is a really nice hike along the river but becanhi¢tla bit tough at the end nearing the fall, but
it is worth it. It was during this hike we foundetipairresplendent quetzalnear the trail and
not at all shy, see the photos. We also yelbwish flycatcher, common bush-tanagey
spangle-cheeked tanager, American dipper, torrenturannulet andtufted flycatcher.

After this perfect day it was time for another fastic buffet and another bottle of wine. Once



again | would like to say that this is a reallyenlace to stay at, really nice food, nice
cottage, beautiful surroundings, nice staff andeagant 25 degrees Celsius during the day. |
think we paid about 180USD per night for both ofnduding all meals and we think we got
really good value for the money.

Next morning we left foManuel Antonio, time for some relaxing by the ocean. On the way
there we went up to the famoastenna stationlooking forvolcano junca First without

luck but my wife insisted that we should perhapsedall the way up and that was a good
advise. Soon we saw several of them and euwentzerline wren and the view was beautiful
up here at more than 3000 m. Down towards the ¢bastveather was nice but still very
cloudy inland. Then we started the descend andst getting warmer and warmer. When we
got down to the coast they were building a new raradi part of it was already finished so
soon we were in Quepos. We stayedlenuel Antonio at a hotel callelos Almendros
which is like a American style motel with a niceno, good air-condition (you need that),
small snack restaurant and nice pool. Another dbiody is that it is situated just 5 minutes
walk from the beach and the new entrance to themadtpark and have nice birding in the
surroundings. Every morning | went for a walk ie tieighbourhoods and had for example
violet-crowned wood-nymph, red-crowned woodpecker, cocoa woodcreep masked

tityra, grey-breasted martin, cherries andgolden-hooded tanageandsocial flycatcher.

After lunch we went down to the beach for a nicenswagain about 35 degrees in air and 27
in the water so it was really nice. Around somelsmiands outside the beach we saw a lot of
pelicans, frigatebirds artstown boobys Later after a drink down by the beach we went to
the hotel next door namédlla Bosque and had a excellent dinner served in their galgen
some really nice and friendly waiters.

Next morning we went tManuel Antonio National Park and our goal was the famous
beach. Outside the entrance there are a lot oeguat hire if you want that, which we didn't.
Instead we stopped from time to time and triedstieih in what the guides were telling and
showing the many groups. It was so we got to sgmvanon potoo We then enjoyed some
hours at the paradise beach before going backifmhland a cold beer. There is nothing to
buy at the beach but there are restrooms, whighasl to know. So bring plenty of water and
some fruit, it is quiet a long walk in the heat beglly worth it. In the afternoon we did some



small shopping and had another swim in the ocedrenWe came back to the hotel | noticed
some raptors circling around above us and soomwdsed together with the usual vultures
two adultking vultures, which | had wanted to see during the whole @ipon | also found a
peregrine and ashort-tailed hawk, so three new species that late into the triphénevening
we went back t&/illa Bosque for another nice dinner and enjoyed the warm eaggemot for

a bit longing to go back to the winter in SwedeexiNmorning | went to a very small marsh
area not far from the hotel, a place that is meeiibin the bird finding guide. Here | was
supposed to finavhite-throated crake and soon | heard the characteristic sound coming
from the high grass, bingo.

After a late breakfast we headed for San Josetasdine we took the new toll road which is
much faster. We stayed at the same hotel as 8tenfght and as it was the last day we had a
nice dinner in their restaurant. Early next morra@5.00 we left for the airport and the
plane left at scheduled time. Going back homeviggs boring but we didn’t have any delays
and arrived at Copenhagen airport on time and fautdhat winter was still present.

The conclusion for the trip is that we are veryagled. Costa Rica is a small beautiful country
with friendly people and there are a lot thinggxperience. It is easy to travel around and
you feel completely secure. Everything worked e fthanks Pieter. There are a lot of birds
everywhere and most of the lodges we stayed atsa@ to birders and have arrangement for
that for example feeders, trails and guides. Yduget a lot of good photo opportunities
everywhere. During the trip | saw or heard 329 sseof which only 222 were lifers, but that
is because | have been birding Texas some yeardhgee numbers | am very pleased with
as it was not a hardcore birding trip, such wiblmpably give you more than 450 species. So
now | have a reason to go back some day.
