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Summary: A short but very successful trip based at two different lodges irBthgilian
Atlantic Rainforest. Many of the target birds were noted, thet maigble highlights being
Grey-winged Cotinga, Black-and-gold Cotinga, Giant Snipe, Saffron Toudluetbellied
Parrot, Shrike-like Cotinga, White-necked Hawk, Red-legged SerieBiack-billed
Scythebill, Slaty Bristlefront, Southern Antpipit, White-breastempdculo, Half-collared
Sparrow and Three-toed Jacamar.

Amongst the most notable misses were Masked Duck, Buff-belliedbifeif
Swallow-tailed Cotinga. Hooded Berry-eater, Bare-throated Be)lbfkzure-shouldered
Tanager, Frilled Coquette and Sharpbill. Eastern Striped Manakirrwdsfor on the 4x4
Trail at REGUA but not seen.
